	Talks on Stobhill Hospital and the East Dunbartonshire Community Health Partnership

	9.1
	Representatives from the Greater Glasgow community engagement team gave an interesting and informative presentation on the new Stobhill Hospital and its facilities.  This was set in the overall context of hospital provision in Greater Glasgow, whereby various services, such as Accident and Emergency will be concentrated in fewer hospital locations and certain hospitals will acquire new facilities.  In the case of Stobhill, important new features are the increased diagnostic capability, day surgery and minor injuries unit.  Parking constitutes a difficulty currently, as the planned capacity has not been reached due to the fact that some land is still subject to building operations.  However, the former complement of parking spaces will be regained when these operations are completed.

A further presentation was made by representatives of the East Dunbartonshire Community Health Partnership.  The main feature of this was the new Health & Care Centre at Townhead, which houses a wide range of related health and welfare services.  These were previously housed in disparate locations.  Reference was also made to community engagement with the NHS through the East Dunbartonshire Public Partnership Forum.

The speakers were thanked for their interesting presentations.
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
